Prople sometimes want to know how Chureh fees are regulated, and on whose authority they
are fixed @ Che answer is that under the Feclesinstical Commissioners (Powers) Measure of 1938, the
power of fixing new, or revising existing lables of fees to he payable in respect of Church offices, ete.,
and the erection of mommnnents in Charchyards is vested solely in the Ecclesinstical Commissioners.

The Commissioners have recently revised the table of fees and have written to the Parochinl Church
Couneil of every Parish to decide with the Tnenmbent if they wish the new table to be adopted in their

Parizh.

I they deeide in its Favour. the new table will then be made valid under the Commissioners’

eal, aned acopy of it will be sent to take the place of the one now in use which hangs in the Church

11 will be of interest if T quote the new charges for the two offices which are of most general *

concern and so enable you to judge if they meet with your approval, The fee fora marriage after Banns
will be €1 22 0, and a certifieate 2/7.  For a Burial in an ordinary grave the fee will be £1, which is
sxelnsive of the charge for prave-digging. A separate fee list for the ereetion of headstones, enrbs,
ete, will also be printet on the revised table. 1% should hers be noted that the introduction of stone
vises and artificinl flowers inseribed with names is not permitted without the sanetion of the Incumbent.

Tn view of the general riso in prices, it must be felt that some increase in fees is desirable, par-
tieularly in view of the fact that the already small stipends of the elergy are static and will in most
conntry livings bevome even smaller with the next change of Incumbents : in the caso of the united
benefices of Sedleseombe and Whatlington the Rector who succeeds me will have a stipend reduced
by £100 per annum, 1 am inclined to think that Church people are beginning to awake to the inade-
quate salaries paid to their elergy becinse many more peoplo of late have bequeathed sums of money
to the Churel. TF only all Churchmen and women would follow their example and not only give
adequately week by week towards the maintenanes of their Chureh, but also leave at least a small

legacy in their wills, a large proportion of the

Church’s financial diffieulties would disappear, while

they themeselves would have mude at least some retum to the Chureh from which, consciously or

unweonseiously, they have received so much.
